The story of this wine. The Sestina is an ancient form of poetry from Medieval France.  Just as a 
modern poet can fill this form with new expressions, we use the traditional Bordeaux blend to 

express Washington. Sestina is our vision for an old vine, complex blend where all of the compo-
nents complement each other. This wine is designed for the cellar, so the emphasis is on structure, 

balance, and complexity.

Winemaker Tasting Notes. “Quite dark in color for Sestina, consistent with this vintage. 
The nose is very expressive and deep, with dark blackberry compote, crème de cassis, roasted espres-

so, crushed violets, and graphite. On the palate, there is an intense concentration and depth 
in the mid-palate, yet the acidity keeps it light on its feet. Berry reduction, rubbed savory herbs, 

winter mint, and crushed rock minerality on the balanced palate. It finishes with an intense, 
yet pliant texture. Though drinking very nice now with decanting, this should be one of 

the longest lived wines we’ve made. Drink 2022-2042.” - Chris Peterson, Winemaker
