ABOUT WOLFBERGER 
Wolfberger is a union of producers located in Eguisheim, south of Colmar in Alsace. 
The city was home to Pope Leo IX, the Reformer (Pope from 1048 – 1054 A.D.). The 
winery was founded in 1902 when a group of winegrowers in Eguisheim decided to 
join forces, creating one of the first cooperatives in Alsace. The cave counts 450 
members today.  
Wolfberger comprises 1,200 hectares (2,965 acres), 500 of which are in and around 
Eguisheim. Rieling is the top grape; Pinot Blanc is second. Jerome Keller has served 
as winemaker since 2011. The vineyards cover 13,000 parcels over 15 Grand Crus.  
Wolfberger also has over 1,000 hectares of orchards, whose fruit is used to 
producer their impressive collection of eaux-de-vie distilled spirits
